Overview

One of the features of past BCNET Annual Conferences has been the research posters displayed at the event. This year, an exciting new highlight is the Poster Competition, where student posters are eligible for prizes. Posters will be displayed for the duration of the conference, which allows you to present your research to your peers, receive feedback, and form possible future collaborations.  
Who can participate?
Posters should be focused on a research theme that utilizes network applications. We invite full-time and part-time graduate, undergraduate and diploma students. Co-op students may submit a poster they created during a work-term. Applications may also be submitted by a group of students from one or more of the above categories.

How to apply to display your poster
To display your work, you must first register for the conference, then submit an abstract for your poster online by April 1. Abstracts received after this date will not be eligible for judging or prizes. Judging will take place on Monday April 27. 
Winners will be announced during the conference. Posters will be displayed for the duration of the conference, to maximize the exposure of the research to your peers.

Poster Session Deadlines

· Poster abstract submission deadline: April 1, 2009

· Poster competition set-up: April 27, 2009 (3:00 pm)

· Poster judging: April 27 (5:00 – 8:00pm)

· Winners announced: April 28, 2009 
What is the prize?
Cash prizes and award certificates will be presented to the authors of the top three posters. Additionally, the competition winners will be showcased on the BCNET website and in the quarterly electronic newsletter, BCNET News.

What is the evaluation process? 
Each poster will be evaluated by two individual judges. 
Student authors must be present at their poster during the judging times (April 27 5:00 – 8:00pm) to be eligible for prizes. We encourage you to prepare a concise 5-minute presentation to give to the judges who are reviewing your poster or demo. You may also consider supplying printed hand-outs explaining your work. Please note that faculty-only submissions are ineligible for prizes. Multiple poster authors are permitted and interdisciplinary teamwork is encouraged. If the poster has multiple authors, it is recommended to have only one presenter during the judging process.
Details about the posters

Posters must be focused on a research theme that utilizes network applications. They will be displayed on free-standing poster boards throughout the conference venue. Each poster that is registered by the abstract deadline will be assigned a reserved location, measuring 4’0” X 4’0”. Posters cannot exceed this size. Conference organizers will supply tacks to mount the posters. 

Students may also provide an accompanying computer demo, which ties into their poster presentation. Demos are meant to be a complement to the poster, rather than a supplement. This means that demos are to be submitted in addition to a poster, not in lieu of. You must indicate you require demo space when registering your poster. This allows us to provide sufficient table space and power sources for the computer demos.

How will the winners be publicized?

Winners will be announced during the 2009 BCNET Conference, Green Techologies for Research and Education, which attracts up to 500 industry, academic and government attendees. The conference takes place on April 28 & 29, 2009 at SFU Harbour Centre in Vancouver.
